	The analysis of the content:
This teaching period mainly deals with the grammar：the subjunctive mood. In the English language verbs are often divided into three different moods—the indicative mood，the imperative mood and the subjunctive mood.The indicative mood is used to indicate a fact or put forward a viewpoint.The imperative mood is used to express direct commands or requests. It tells you to do something. It is also used to signal a prohibition，permission or any other kind of exhortation.The subjunctive mood is used to express a condition which is doubtful or not factual. It is most often found in a clause beginning with the word “if”. So the command of unreal if clauses conditions is very important in the learning of subjunctive mood. And in this period we will focus on only part of the usages of the subjunctive mood，that is，the subjunctive mood beginning with the word “if”．
Teaching aims: 

I. Three-dimensional targets:  

1) Language knowledge and skills   

After the class, students will learn three conditions of Subjunctive Mood in if clauses, and how to use them.. 

2)Process and methods 

  A. By sentence study, students discover when to use unreal if clauses and the three conditions of it.

B. By discussing, students learn to analyze when to use unreal if clauses and three conditions of it.

C. By practice and evaluation, students learn to make sentences and express themselves freely by using unreal if clauses.

3) Affective attitudes 

    By practice, students are encouraged to learn to cooperate with others. Meanwhile, students are helped to have active and positive attitudes towards English learning.

II. Key points: 

1) Enable the students to learn how to write sentences using unreal if clauses.

2) Improve the students’ comprehensive language study ability.

   Discover three conditions of unreal if clauses, and how to use it.
